PLANNING AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
PUBLIC MEETING MINUTES
April 19, 2016

CALL TO ORDER
Chairperson Melissa Schladt called the meeting of the Planning and Economic Development
Commission to order at 7:05 p.m.

ROLL CALL

Present were Chairperson Schladt and Members Tom Cramer, Ron Hameetman and John O'Meara. Also
in attendance were Village Administrator Derek Soderholm and Assistant Steve Bechler as staff to the
PEDC, and Secretary Alison Dal Compo. Jim Hartshorn and Marc McLaughlin were absent.

RESIDENTS COMMENTS
Chairperson Schladt welcomed Village President Nunamaker.

APPROVAL OF THE FEBRUARY 16, 2016 MEETING MINUTES
A MOTION was made by Member Cramer to approve the February 16, 2016 meeting minutes as
presented. Seconded by Member O'Meara. Motion Carried.

NEWS AND UPDATES

Former Five O'clock Steakhouse Location: Administrator Soderholm explained that an Avante Banquet
Hall is proposed for this location. There will be a right-in-right-out turn lane at the existing entrance.
The Village is working on forming a business district at this location to help reimburse the developer for
certain extraordinary expenses related to the project. It would be similar to a T.I.F. District.

The banquet hall is estimated to bring in $3,000,000 in annual revenue. It will be a 15,000 square foot
facility. It will charge about $100/plate for functions.

Member Cramer asked if the new owner has closed on the land. He was told yes. Member O'Meara
asked what will happen to the house on the property. He was told it could potentially be converted to a
future parking lot. Chairperson Schladt asked what the angle of the property will be. She was told the
front will face the highway, and it will be squared up to the back of the lot. Member O'Meara mentioned
that there is a lake or pond on the property. He was told the owners may put in a fountain there.

Administrator Soderholm further explained that the owners may put up an event tent as well, so it is
possible that three different events could be going on at once. They may also have another breakfast
type restaurant which would be open on the weekends. Member O'Meara asked who owns the land
between this property and the motel. Administrator Soderholm said that most of it belongs to the
motel.
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Chairperson Schladt asked if the owners of the motel have a vision for it. Administrator Soderholm said
that they have done some remodeling but the Village is not aware of any other plans for it as of now.
Chairperson Schladt noted that there is a billboard on the property.

Member Cramer asked if there is any business scheduled to move in next to Dunkin Donuts. He was told
there is nothing planned right now.

Chairperson Schladt asked if the property development requires a zoning change. Administrator
Soderholm said no, it is an allowed use of a B-2 zone. The business would bring in about $30,000 per
year in sales tax revenue for the Village.

DOWNTOWN RE-DEVELOPMENT

Administrator Soderholm reported that at one point, almost all of the needed contracts were signed.
The T.LF. clock was reset for the area. The T.I.F allows for the school district to receive funds within the
T.LF. district. AT.LF bond is being sought. Up to 40% can go towards the school, as long as a residential
component exists. Chairperson Schladt asked if the premise of the potential funds allocated to the
schools would be for infrastructure. She was told no, it would go towards operating costs.

Administrator Soderholm said that because of the development being mostly one and two bedroom
apartments, the impact will not be a lot of children living there. Village President Nunamaker is having
conversations with both school districts to agree to a lesser amount because of this.

UPDATE ON SIGN ORDINANCE
Administrator Soderholm said that the new sign ordinance was passed by the Village Board. A new sign
went up by Grover's restaurant.

OTHER BUSINESS

Chairperson Schladt asked if vandalism has decreased at the train station. Administrator Soderholm said
that a door handle was just broken off at the warming center. Metra has installed new, high definition
security cameras so this should help.
