PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY 

 NOVEMBER 6, 2012  

 
CALL TO ORDER 
Chairperson Knar called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. 
  
ROLL CALL 
Present at roll call were Trustees Colletti, Ireland and Knar.  Trustee Menzel was absent.  Also 
present were Village Administrator Warwick, Chief Lukasik, Building & Zoning Superintendent 
Vernon and Deputy Clerk Majkrzak.  Trustee Schiestel was in the audience. 
 
APPROVAL OF THE OCTOBER 2, 2012 MINUTES: 
 Trustee Knar made a motion to approve the Public Health & Safety meeting minutes of 
October 2, 2012.  Trustee Colletti seconded.   Roll call vote was taken – all were in favor.  
 
RESIDENTS COMMENTS 
Terri Pacini, 214 S. River – received letter for resident only parking on her street.  She thinks 
restricted parking should only be during sports/special events.  She has talked to her neighbors 
and they are concerned that this restricts parking for their family and friends.  Trustee Knar 
stated that there is a problem with the number of cars parking in this area during events and the 
Village is trying to work out the best solution and it may take awhile.   
Kelly Tuman, 227 S. River – She stated that she is happy that the Village is doing something about 
this problem but concerned where her family will park.  She would have liked more of a police 
presence in her area before and feels that now there will be more police presence because they’ll 
be ticketing.   
Lisa Leibowitz, 226 S. River – She feels people should be using the school’s parking lot.  She 
agrees this is a safety issue but that the signs are in the wrong spot.  Many people use her 
driveway to turn around and park. Trustee Knar agreed with them and said the Village has 
created guest parking permits for them to use.  Trustee Ireland has contacted the Rec Council and 
the School District about these parking issues.   
Carol Abrahmson, 220 S. River – She feels that there are only 45 days where parking is an issue 
but that the current restriction is for 365 days a year.  She wanted to know what could be done if 
her guests receive a ticket because they forgot to use the guest permit.  Chief Lukasik told her to 
call the Police Department and explain the situation.  She would like this restriction to start in the 
spring as activities are done for the year.  Chief Lukasik responded that the school has a winter 
concert.  Lisa Leibowitz also said that drivers are not stopping for students near/in the crosswalks.  
Chief Lukasik said to call the Police Department next time. 
Ted Johnson, 420 Concord – He stated that he met with Karl Warwick to discuss the home tours 
and the situation on Concord.  He feels the new ordinance should also include the wording for 
“events” and require an escrow.  Discussion held on recent events and legal costs.  Trustee Knar 
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responded that he feels the Strohls should be working this out with the neighbors.  The Village is 
working on ways to address this issue but the ordinance will need majority Board support.    Mr. 
Johnson also brought up how well the students have done on the standardized testing and he 
would like them to be recognized.  Trustee Knar will speak to President Nunamaker. 
Ellen & John Finn, 967 Parma Dr, Cary – here for ZBA Case 12-06, Text Amendment, 308 Lincoln. 
 
BUILDING & ZONING DEPARTMENT  
Monthly Report 
Pete Vernon went over the monthly report.  METRA is moving along with construction.  They are 
working on the storm sewers now.  He received a call from Heartland Bank about the 5 O’clock 
site – they have acquired and are filing the deed with the County. National Realty will be actively 
marketing the site.  He is waiting to hear from the contractor about the fence for the outdoor 
seating area for Tinman’s Pub.  Trustee Colletti asked when the deadline for completion is.  
Trustee Ireland reported that he spoke with Mr. Blasko and his contractor backed out.  Trustee 
Ireland told Mr. Blasko that he needs to take care of this.  He wants this put on the Board agenda 
and that the Village needs to tell him that he can’t use the area for outdoor smoking until it is 
completed.  Sumish Parikh called Pete and was asking about regulations for the unoccupied 
balance of his building such as sprinklers.  He will need some level of protection .  Jimano’s Pizza 
might be interested.  Trustee Ireland said the Village would need to see the plans and then decide 
what is needed per the Ordinance.  Trustee Schiestel inquired about 104 Millard.  Mr. Roane has 
signed the agreement.  He will need to finish the outside of the building by November 30th and 
have the interior completed and approved for occupancy by June 30, 2013.  Trustee Colletti 
asked about 506 Ski Hill.  They have asked to suspend the work/permit.  Pete said most of the 
interior work is done and he will be looking at their plumbing to see what can be accomplished. 
 
ZBA Case 12-06, Text Amendment, Tattoo Parlor– Pete Vernon reported that a zoning hearing 
was held and there was an unanimous decision to allow a tattoo studio with a limit of 2500 sq. 
feet for the size of the studio.  Ellen Finn stated that the property is 1,700 sq. ft, they are planning 
on having 3 stations and have tentative State licensing.  Trustee Ireland made a motion to 
recommend to the Board to approve, ZBA Case 2012-06, text amendment for 308 Lincoln 
amending the total sq. footage to 2,000.  Seconded  by Trustee Colletti.  Trustee Knar stated that 
he has talked to residents who are concerned because the Village is planning on developing the 
downtown area and they don’t feel this business fits in the plan.  Trustee Knar agrees with them 
and doesn’t support this text amendment.  Beth Finn asked why they hadn’t attended the ZBA 
hearings.  Roll call vote was taken – Colletti, Ireland – yes; Knar- no.  Now goes to the Board. 
 
POLICE DEPARTMENT 
Monthly Report 
Chief Lukasik reported that 33 warning tickets were issued for overnight parking violations and 4 
tickets issued for those who received a prior warning.  The Dead End has picked up the video 
gaming license application and at that time they were 3 weeks away from receiving their State 
approval.  The Illinois Gaming Commission has jurisdiction that all regulations are followed.  
Trustee Colletti inquired about the meeting with On-Target.  Chief Lukasik responded that they 
are expensive.   
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Ordinance:  Part-time Officers 
Chief Lukasik explained that the Illinois Law Enforcement Training and Standards Board has 
reviewed our Ordinance and said there were some items we need to include in our Ordinance 
such as maximum hours.  Trustee Knar made a motion to the Board for approval of an ordinance 
amending our regulations for part-time police officers.  Seconded by Trustee Colletti.  Roll call 
vote was taken – all in favor. 
 
OTHER BUSINESS  
 
Home Tour Regulations  
Administrator Warwick explained the draft ordinance to regulate home tours.  It contains 
definitions, regulations to enact a tour license, insurance requirements, limits on days/hours of 
operation, requirements for alcohol and food.  The reasoning is to limit tours to not 
interrupt/impact the neighborhood.  The Village currently has regulations for home based 
businesses.  Residents can host political events at their homes.  Trustee Colletti asked if license 
would be per tour.  Pete Vernon replied at this point it is a yearly license to be issued after they 
meet all requirements and are certified before any tour is permitted.  Trustee Ireland feels that 
#C should be at the beginning of the document – “any home must have special use or text 
amendment approved.”; #B remains as the second item.  He would like a limit of 2 special events 
such as a wedding and a graduation.  #A should be the third item.  Administrator Warwick said 
that #A defines what a home tour is and that is why it is first.  Discussion held on what special 
events are.  Trustee Ireland doesn’t want any gaps/loopholes in the final ordinance.  Trustee Knar 
suggested sending this to the full Board for discussion and having an attorney specializing in 
zoning look at it.  He asked that this be included on the November Board agenda. 
 
Trustee Knar brought up Adm. Warwick’s suggestion to eliminate vehicle stickers and create 
another source of revenue to cover.  He asked that it be included on the December PH&S agenda 
and on the Board agenda as an FYI.  Adm. Warwick will discuss with Chief Lukasik. 
 
ADJOURNMENT: 
Trustee Knar made a motion to adjourn.  Trustee Colletti seconded.  All were in favor to 
adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
